ENTRIES: 

Registrations must be made by email to jordirodriguez@golfvallromanes.com indicating full 

name, golf license number, nationality, handicap, date of birth, mobile phone and email 

address.  Players of non-Spanish nationality who do not have a Spanish golf licence must 

provide a certificate of their handicap issued by the national golf federation, union or 

association. 

 

Members of Club de Golf Vallromanes will be able to formalise their registration through 

the Clapphouse APP. 

 

Registrations will close at 11:59 p.m. on May 15th, 2026. For the purposes of making the 

championship cut, the exact handicap that appears the following day in the RFEG 

database for players with a national license or the handicap certified by the National 

Federation for the rest of the players will be taken into account. Regarding registration by 

ranking it will be the existing one at the date of closings of registrations. 

 

Until the closing of registrations, the provisional list of admitted players will be published 

on the clubdegolfvallromanes.com website. The final list of participants, as well as the 

waiting list, will be published on May 16th and a period of 24 hours is established to 

correct possible errors. After this period, no claim will be dealt with and the lists will be 

considered definitively closed. 

 

It is the player's responsibility to ensure that their registration is processed correctly 

and, once the participant lists have been published, to confirm whether they have been 

admitted. 

 

 
 

SIZE OF THE FIELD: 

The number of participants will be 99 players (See attached Regulations). 

 

WITHDRAWALS:  

If any registered player is unable to participate for any reason, they must notify them by 

telephone (+34 93 5729064) or in writing to the email jordirodriguez@golfvallromanes.com 

before 12:00 noon on May 27th. Anyone who fails to comply with this requirement will 

be obliged to pay the registration fee and, if they do not do so, they will not be able to 

take part in the next edition of this event. 

 



  

 

PLAYERS REGISTRATION: 

The registration of players and the payment of the entry fee will be made at the reception 

of the golf club. All players must MANDATORILY present themselves to confirm their 

participation, at the latest, at 12:00 noon on the eve of the start of the championship. 

 

E3ntry fee: 125 € (Members: 50€ and G5: 75€) 

 

Exceptionally, if they cannot comply this requirement before the established deadline, 

they can confirm their participation by telephone at the Club's reception (+34 93 572 90 

64).  Withdrawals due to lack of confirmation will be covered by the first player registered 

on the waiting list (See Regulations). 

 

OFICIAL PRACTICE ROUNDS: 

Upon request for an appointment by telephone to the Club (+34 93 572 90 64) and once 

the list of admitted players has been published, the participating players will be able to 

play a practice round with a price of 35€ on May 28th, 2025.  Practice is also available on 

Ma 25th and 27th at a price of 60€. 

 

CONDITIONS: 

• Motorized transport – Not allowed  

• Caddies – Allowed  

• Distance measuring devices – Allowed (That do not measure elevation changes) 

 

TERMS OF COMPETITION: 

The event will be played in accordance with the Golf Rules approved by the Royal Spanish 

Golf Federation, Permanent Local Rules 2025 of the FCG and Club-specific Local Rules for 

the event. Tournament Conditions are enclosed at the end of this document.

VALLROMANES INTERNATIONAL MID AMATEUR MEN  

TOURNAMENT REGULATIONS 

1. ENTRIES 

All amateur players, men, in the Mid-Amateur category, who are at least 25 years old in the year in 

which the event is held, with a valid license issued by their corresponding National Federation, may 

take part, with the limitations expressed below. Professional players with the same age requirements 

are also accepted. All registrations will be subject to the approval and acceptance of the Vallromanes 

Golf Club, the Catalan Golf Federation and the Royal Spanish Golf Federation. 

 

The number of participants may not exceed 99, who will be registered in time and form in 

accordance with the following conditions: 

 

• Champions of the previous editions of the Vallromanes International Mid-Amateur  

• Current European, Spanish and Catalan Mid-Amateur Champions 

• Top 20 Mid-Amateur Catalan Ranking current year 

• Top 20 Mid-Amateur Spanish Ranking current year 

• Top 20 last Mid-Amateur European Championship  

• 10 invitation spots (8 Golf Vallromanes and 2 Catalan Golf Federation) 

• The remaining places in order of lowest exact handicap 

 

The maximum exact handicap to be able to register will be limited to 11.4. In the event that several 

players with the same exact handicap are tied, priority will be given to the player who has registered 

first. 

 

In the case of players of Spanish nationality, the exact official handicap that will be taken into account 

to make the list of admitted players will be the one that appears in the RFEG database at 10:00 a.m. 

on the day following the closing of registration. Players without a RFEG license the handicap that 

appears on the certificate issued by their Federation. Regarding rankings it will be considered the 

existing one (Catalan, Spanish or European) at the moment of the closing of the registrations. 

 

All players must confirm their participation in person at the Club, no later than 12:00 noon on the eve 

of the start of the Tournament. Exceptionally, if they cannot appear before the established deadline, 

they can confirm their participation by telephone at the Club's reception (+34 93 572 90 64). 

Withdrawals due to lack of confirmation will be covered by the first player registered on the waiting 

list (See Regulations). 

 

If any registered player is unable to participate for any reason, they must notify us by phone (+34 93 

572 90 64) or in writing to email jordirodriguez@golfvallromanes.com before 12:00 p.m. on May 

27th. Anyone who fails to comply with this requirement will be obliged to pay the entry fee and, if 

they do not do so, they will not be able to take part in the next edition of this event.  

 

Between the registered and non-admitted players, a Waiting List will be established by exact 

handicap to cover, one by one, the possible absences reported within the period provided for in the 

previous paragraph. The criteria to be followed to establish the order of priority among the players 

on the waiting list with the same exact handicap will be that of the earliest date of registration. 

 



  

 

 

 

 

 

 

2. FORMAT 

The event will be played in accordance with the Golf Rules approved by the Royal Spanish Golf 

Federation, Permanent Local Rules 2025 of the RFEG, Club-specific Local Rules for the event and in 

accordance with the conditions of the competition that are specified 

 

It will be played over 54 holes of Stroke Play Scratch, on 3 consecutive days (18 holes each day). 

 

After the first 36 holes, a cut will be made for the third day in which the 60 best classified and tied in that 

position will play. 

 

Play from white tee boxes. 

 

In the event of a tie for the position of Champion (Amateur), the tied competitors will dispute a play-off, 

sudden death, hole by hole until the tie is broken. The order of the holes to be played will be established 

by the Tournament Committee. For the rest of the positions, the tie will be solved following the formula 

established in the RFEG Green Book. Scratch events in favour of the highest handicap. 

 

 

3. DRAW AND TEE TIMES 

Tee times will be made in order of lowest handicap on the first day and in reverse scratch score order 

from the second day (it will always be decided in favour of the highest handicap) 

 

4. PRIZES 

1st scratch score (amateur) 

2nd scratch score (amateur) 

3rd scratch score (amateur) 

1st handicap score 

1st senior scratch score (amateur) 

1st professional scratch score 

 

For all classifications, all rounds will be taken into account. If for any reason, any of the categories of 

the established prizes does not have any player at the end of the last round, the prize will be declared 

void. 

 

5. INCIDENTS 

In the event that the event could not be held as planned in three days, the classification will be closed 

with the scores after 36 holes played. If two complete rounds cannot be played, the Tournament 

Committee will decide whether to cancel the competition or repeat it on an alternative date. 

 

6. VIRTUAL SCORE CARD 

Players will write down scores on a virtual scorecard. The failure to update them repeatedly may be 

considered by the Tournament Committee as a serious misconduct. The scorecard will be deemed to 

have been delivered once players have confirmed their score at the tournament office and physically 

abandoned it. 

 



  

7. WHEN THE COMPETITION IS FINAL  

When published on the Club's notice board. 

 

8. TOURNAMENT COMMITTEE 

It will be made up of three members who will be announced on the Club's notice board prior to the 

start of the competition.   

 

The Tournament Committee is empowered to decide on everything that affects the organization and 

interpretation of these regulations, as well as if there are reasons that advise it to modify the terms 

of the competition, always in order to ensure the proper development of the competition.
